
WHAT HAPPENS WHEN  
you submit a Representative 
claim on behalf of a minor?

This infographic shows what happens to a Representative claim on behalf of a minor once it has been submitted to the 
Administrator. In this settlement, Personal Representatives may be entitled to receive compensation on behalf of a minor.

Minors can take part in the settlement but are not allowed to receive direct payments from the Administrator.

In order for representatives to receive funds on behalf of the minor, additional forms must be filled out and signed.

The Claims Process is a legal process that sets out timelines for each step that must occur within a minimum number  
of days, so that claimants have enough time to respond and provide the required information. If you receive a letter  
with a deadline, please make sure you note what actions you need to take and by what date.

Claims process timeline

Claim Form is submitted

Once all information is complete,  
the Administrator adjudicates the  
claim and determines eligibility

Claimants receive an eligibility decision 
and a provincial Attestation Form 
Attestation Forms are not required in Prince Edward Island.

Claimants have 60 days to appeal the 
Administrator’s decision OR provide 
the completed Attestation Form

For Representatives who reside in 
British Columbia and Alberta only, 
claimants will receive a Schedule A 
Form that needs to be completed and 
returned within 60 days

Payment is prepared and issued only  
if claimant is eligible

Claims with missing info receive a Missing 
Information Letter 
You will have 90 days to respond to a Missing Information 
Letter. If you do not respond to the first Missing 
Information Letter, you will receive a second letter 
giving you an additional 90 days to provide the required 
information. The most common missing information 
include ID and incomplete Part 3 Authorization.

Once all information is complete, the Administrator 
adjudicates the claim and determines eligibility

Claimants receive an eligibility decision and  
a provincial Attestation Form
Attestation Forms are not required in Prince Edward Island.

Claimants have 60 days to appeal the Administrator’s 
decision OR provide the completed Attestation Form

If Claimant submits an appeal, it is reviewed 
by the Third-Party Assessor and a decision is 
reached (timeline dependent on many factors)

For representatives who reside in B.C. and Alberta 
only, claimants will receive a Schedule A Form that 
needs to be completed and returned within 60 days
